Transition

Drop in sessions - on Wednesdays 18thJune, 25th June and 2nd July you are welcome to drop in and say hello 
with your child from 3.45 - 4.15 pm. 
 
Stay and play - we will also be hosting stay and play sessions on Friday 18th July. This is a chance for your 
child to come and play in the classroom while you enjoy a cup of tea in the hall. (Timings for the stay and 
play sessions will be sent to you.) This is a time to meet key members of staff and the PTA who will be 
selling second hand uniform. 
 
Home Visits Wednesday 3rd – Friday 5th September 2025 
The class teacher will come and visit you and your child at home. (Your appointment date and time will be 
sent to you.) 
 
Monday 8th September 2025 
Children begin school full time. Please contact the school should you have any concerns about your child 
being full time. 
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Please note that Breakfast Club and After School Club places start from when your child attends school full 
time.  If you are interested in Breakfast Club please contact Sportskool on 01329 281849 or see their website 
www.sportskool.co.uk. If you are interested in After School Club please contact Mrs Lane in the school office 
to go onto a waiting list, via the email address at the top of this letter. Please be aware that places are limited 
and cannot be guaranteed. You may wish to explore other alternatives for out of school childcare. 
 
Half term is the week starting Monday 27th October 2025. We hope this clarifies dates, but if you do have 
any queries don’t hesitate to ask. Please also have a look at our website. 
 
Please complete and return these to school as soon as 
possible. If you would like paper copies of these forms then please contact the school office. 
 
In order to confirm your acceptance of your child’s place, you will need to provide evidence of your child’s 
date of birth and address (passport/short birth certificate plus two utility bills for example). Please bring the 
documents into school, at a time convenient to you and no later than Wednesday 30th April, to confirm your 
child’s place.
